Executive Director’s Report
May Report
June 8§, 2011

All Drawdowns HUD funds for both Capital and Operating dollars have been completed
for the month of May for our Federal (HUD) Complexes.

I have been in contact with Lt. Harrison of the Naugatuck Police Department on any issue
related to the public safety of our residents.

The outside lighting upgrades Project at the Oak Terrace Complex, is in progress.

Work behind buildings 4, 8 and 2 have begun.

The rehab of Building 20 at Lewis Circle is near completion and with the completion of
the new kitchen at Unit 20; the new kitchen project is complete.
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Due to the recent retirement of Barbara Breen the NHA has advertised to fill the position
of Public Housing Manager. The interview process is scheduled to begin the week of
June 13, 2011 thru Junel7, 2011.

The installation of new cellar windows at Lewis Circle is near completion.
M.J. Daly has replaced the valve at Robert E. Hutt- Congregate Unitl-A.

A REAC inspection will take place on June 15™ at MR: Lewis Circle, residents will be
notified.

The NHA is in the process of completing the punch list of items at Lewis Circle,
maintenance staff has been replacing smoke detectors, door bells, inside and outside
lighting fixtures and cleaning up outside debris.

Gutters at Lewis Circle that were damaged during the harsh winter, have been replaced or
fixed. Trees have been trimmed and a general clean- up is taking place. Vinyl siding that
was also damaged is being repaired.

[ have been in contact with CL&P to correct several outside issues, concerning wiring,

I’'m working with the Western Area on Aging regarding the possibility of receiving grant
dollars for the George B. Lewis I and II kitchen appliances. There is a possibility of
obtaining up to $1,500 in funds.

Christine Warren , our Section 8 Manager and I are in the process of coordinating with
the Naugatuck Valley Healthy District, to help them realize a two million dollar plus
grant for Lead Paint Control, Renovate Repair and Paint Plus Program and the Healthy
Home Initiative Program. We would concentrate on our Section 8 landlords to make them
aware of the benefits of these programs.

George B. Lewis I- Osborn Road, there was a back- up of water from the stream that
comes down off the hill, I have been in contact with the Town to rectify the situation. The
NHA will have to bring a contractor to fix the rocks that were moved due to the back up.
The moving of the George B. Lewis I- Osborn Road dumpsters is in the work.

Federal Complexes

George B. Lewis I - Osborn Road

There were 4 electrical issues, no plumbing issues and 3 appliance issue (AC). 0
Paint/Door Lock issue, 3 Heat and Window issues, and 6 miscellaneous issues.

George B. Lewis IT — Weid Drive

There were 5 electrical issues, 3 plumbing, 4, paint, door, lock, 3 window-heat, 6 etc.
State complexes
Lewis Circle: MR

There were 2 electrical issues, 6 plumbing issues, O- paint/door issues and 0- appliance
(A/C) issues and 0 Heat and Windows issues and 1 miscellaneous issues.

Robert E. Hutt — Congregate

There were 4 electrical issues, 4 plumbing issues,2 appliance (AC) issue, 0- Heat and
Window, 0 Paint/Door Lock issue, 2 miscellaneous issues.

Generator repair: Northeast Generator Company finished the generator repairs and the
unit is working.

Oak Terrace

There were 6 clectrical issues, 11 plumbing issues, 9 paint/door issues, 3 heat/window
issues 19 appliance issues (AC) and 8 miscellaneous issues.

General issues:

Oak Terrace: A/C filters must be cleaned otherwise air-conditioners will shut down.
Two refrigerators were replaced

Lewis Circle: All units are being worked on for REAC inspection.
GBL I: One new refrigerator one new stove.
GBL I & II: Bees were sprayed by EnviroCare.

Robert E. Hutt Congregate: Generator is working.

Grass is being cut at Oak Terrace, Robert E. Hutt Congregate & GBL I & II

5.) Public Comment:

Lt. Robert Harrison —~Naugatuck Police Department, gave a report on the Neighborhood
Watch Meeting, held at the Oak Terrace Complex and other issues related to Oak
Terrace. He reported that things were basically quiet and that calls are down.
