Federal Complexes

George B. Lewis I — Osborn Road

Federal Complexes

George B. Lewis I — Osborn Road

There were 3 electrical issues, 1 plumbing issue, 1 paint-door issue, 2
heat/windows issues, 1appliance (A/C) issue and 6 miscellaneous issues.

State complexes

Lewis Circle: MR

There were 1 electrical issue, 1 plumbing issue, 1 paint/door issue and 2
heat/window issues.

There was one unit (#40) leased up for February.

Unit 57°s bathroom floor was removed and rebuilt and the unit’s front
& rear door keys were replaced.

Robert E. Hutt — Congregate

There were 4 electrical issues, 2 plumbing issues, 1 paint/door issue and
2 miscellaneous issues.

There were no units leased up for February and one unit (3-I)) was
cleaned and painted.

QOak Terrace

There were 12 electrical issues, 13 plumbing issues, 13 paint/door issues,
3 appliance issues and 11 miscellaneous issues.



There no units leased up for February.

One unit (3-F) was cleaned and painted, the windows were replaced
from Bldg# 19 to 36 (inside work still being done), there were snow
storms for the month (ranging from 1.5” to 3”) with 2 heavy rain
storms. The heat ventilation was installed and serviced to operate
properly, a request for a 40 ft. storage container was submitted and 840
windows and shades were installed at OT requiring over time for
working with the installers.

5.) Executive Director’s Report

Executive Director’s Report
January-February
March 10, 2010

All draw downs for both capital and operating funds have been
completed for the months of January and February for our federal
(HUD) complexes.

The Roofing, Siding and Railings Projects at George B. Lewis I and
Railings at George B. Lewis I, are expected to begin late April early
May. All Tenants will be notified.

The Cabinet Project at George B. Lewis I- is almost complete the crew
will be there tomorrow, to deal with any outstanding issues.

The Federalization of our MR: Lewis Circle is moving along, I recently
received a notice from HUD, stating that HUD has signed the Annual
Contributions Contract to add the Lewis Circle Apartments to our
federal portfolio. The Naugatuck Housing Authority will also receive
almost $100,000 dollars in ARRA-Grant monies, to install new doors
and hardware at our Lewis Circle Project.



I have been in contact with Lt. Harrison our liaison from the Naugatuck
Police Department on issues related to our complexes. We speak weekly.

Our weatherization project at Oak Terrace is moving forward.

The Oak Terrace Energy Audits and improvements are complete and
the Heat/Cooling (air conditioning) Pumps installations are done. Now
that the Pumps are up and working, they have to be inspected, to make
sure all the units are performing properly.

I have been working with New Opportunities, Inc. and CL& P to
explore the possibility of installing new energy efficient window in units
One through Nineteen were tenants had installed window air
conditioners.

6.) Public Comment

Lt .Robert Harrison from the Naugatuck Police Department updated
the residents about the goings on at the NHA developments.

He warned the assembled to be aware of phone scams and to never give
out personal information to parties unknown. Lt. Harrison also told the
tenants to be careful on the internet.

Lastly, he told those gathered to call 911 when they fell there is a
problem at any of the complexes.

Deputy Mayor Tamath Rossi- praised the Naugatuck Police
Department for their work on behalf of all the citizens of Naugatuck.

The Deputy Mayor reminded the group about the TRIAD Safety
Program and that they meet, the first Wednesday of the month, at the
Naugatuck Police Department.

She also talk about the “Yellow Dot Program” which has members of
the PD and others go to Super Markets and identify shoppers who have
opened them selves up to a possible pocket book-theft.



Mrs. Rossi also alerted the residents that there will be a paper
shredding event at the Naugatuck Senior Center and that there will be
notification in the paper. Lastly, she warned the group with regards to a
Scam involving Jury Duty, where the caller asks for personal
information, to clear up the problem of the person not coming to Jury
Duty. She reminded all not to give unknown parties any information
over the phone or on the Internet.

Rose Mary Aquavia- 4E Osborn Road- asked the Deputy Mayor about
the status of Bus Service with regards to the cutting of program dollars
at Naugatuck Human Resource Agency. Tamath explained that there
will still be Bus Service through the Senior Center Bus.

Rosemary also spoke about parking, she had an incident with who she
believed to be an Aid, parked in her regular spot. Executive Director
Knowles explained that that there are no assigned spaces, but the
residents have an understanding that once a person has been parking in
a space for reasonable time, the others respect that space.

Director Knowles also reminded the group that the Roofing, Siding and
railing project would be starting in the late spring and that the residents
will have to work around this important project.

Mary Miller- 5ST- Osborn Rd. - She complimented Jim Gallagherof the
NHA Maintenance staff, on his work. She asked about a window screen
issue. Mr. Knowles told her it would be looked at.

Eleanor Furtado-4F Osborn Rd.-Thanked the Executive Director for
the installation of the ramp next to her unit. She asked if a walkway
could be put in near the trash cans, she expressed that it is difficult
walking to the containers. Executive Director Knowles said it would be
looked into.

Dorothyann Phillips -5A-Osborn Road-asked why the Water Cooler
was removed from the Community Room? Mr. Knowles explained that
someone has been taking large quantities of water at one time for
unknown purposes. The dispenser will be returned.



Joan Rose-4C-Osborn Road- She has a problem with the back wall of
her new kitchen, Executive Director Knowles told her that the
Authority is aware of the issue and that it will be rectified.

Janice Woodfield-1D-Osaborn Rd- She asked about the dumpsters near
Building One, Commissioner Jackson said that we will find another way
of dealing with the dumpsters, before the hot weather is upon us.

Diane Grego — the daughter of Filomena Rahn-50-Osborn Rd, that the
Board and the Executive Director and Staff for the work that is being
done at the Osborn Road Complex-George B. Lewis 1. She praised the
kitchen and expressed her joy in the upcoming Roofing, Siding and
Railing project at George B. Lewis 1.
