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James Jordan took attendance, it was determined a quorum was present. James
Jordan appointed Katherine Gabrielson a regular voting member in place of
Patricia Marino.

No Executive Session:

Review /Approval of Minutes.

VOTED: Unanimously on a motion by Katherine Gabrielson and seconded
by Anthony Whelan to APPROVE the September Regular and Public Hearing
Meeting Minutes.

OLD BUSINESS:

. Commission discussion/decision regarding modification of detention basin for

Westover Hills Subdivision, Applicant: Realrock Associates, LLC.

James Jordan asked the Commission if they had any questions. Harry Jancis and
Katherine Gabrielson asked if there would be any blasting if the modification plan
was not approved. Harry Jancis questioned if the modification should be approved
in full or partial. Mark Lancor, Engineer stated that there would be no blasting
necessary with the modified plan but would have to blast if they had to adhere to
the original plans. Katherine Gabrielson had concerns regarding the safety of the
homes and people with blasting. The Commission explained that the Fire
Marshall oversees all blasting. Mark Lancor suggested reverse extenders on the
fence to stop people from climbing over the fence. He stated that Southwest
Conservation gave their input and it was clear and direct that they are looking at
the prudent most feasible way and that is to leave it alone the way it is now
because it is well stabilized. It is functioning the way it is supposed to and the
safety issues can be addressed then we would have accomplished everything
needed to accomplish.

VOTED: A motion was made by Katherine Gabrielson and seconded by
Anthony Whelan to APPROVE the detention plan modifications with the reverse
edging installed on the top of the fence for safety precautions.



Robert Pease asked that we table the motion to get input from the Borough
Attorney regarding the following issues. Harry Jancis moved to table the motion
also. The modification may be safer to the Commission, but is the change safe for
the people. The liability of the Town, being that this Commission was advised of
a safety situation and should have known about it even with the fence installed. Is
the Borough incurring any residual liability by approving the modification that
conflicts with the original approval. The property on which the detention pond sits
will be turned over to a Homeowner’s Association and most people knew what
the design was and now they want to change it. The responsibility of the
Homeowner’s Association to insure it for liability, etc. James Jordan said the
applicant is coming in with a modified plan and he likes the proposed vegetation
and putting a fence up, but what concerns him is the slopes which have been the
center issue. They are addressed by the fencing but not by the modification.
Rocco Marciano stated that that the 2 to 1 regulation was not created for a safety
issue but for stabilization of the soils and erosion control. He feels that Inland
Wetlands Commission would not be happy with it because it took 2 years to
develop what is there now in terms of the approval process of Inland Wetlands.
Steve Cote of Graham Ridge Rd. stated his concerns with modifying the original
plans and the safety of the residents and the Homeowners liability to changes in
the plans. The Commission tabled the motion until next months meeting.

S. NEW BUSINESS:

A. Commission Discussion for a presentation from the Mayors Institute. Speaker
Mayor Bronko.
Mayor Mike Bronko addressed the Commission explaining to them that he had
attended the Mayors Institute about 10 months ago. He stated he appreciated the
chance to speak with them tonight. He noted that Naugatuck was chosen as one
out of six towns in the country. He said that each municipal that was present was
similar in ways, but also different in others in regards to the way they fix
problems. He told the Commission that during the presentation they had spoke of
expanding the plaza on Rubber Avenue as an educational facility in the future.
He also spoke of opening up Long Meadow Brook and making it accessible to the
public by creating an additional greenway walk. He also discussed the creation of
a round about at the intersection of Rubber Avenue and Meadow Street with
artwork in the center and also maybe at the intersection of Maple and South Main
St. He spoke of focusing on retail in pockets, instead of sprawls like we have
now. They discussed the creation of sidewalks and trails around the schools to
motivate students to walk or ride bikes and about using traffic calming
techniques.
